Visitors must abide by the following:-

1. Remove all jewelry (except wedding bands), and watches.

2. Refrain from smoking except in designated area outside the factory

3. Refrain from chewing gum, eating sweets or foodstuffs in any food operational area.

4. Refrain from spitting.

5. Do not handle food materials unless invited to do so.

6. Wear suitable food hygiene clothing as issued by Company or acceptable alternative of one’s own.

7. Follow hand washing procedures as prescribed by Company management.

8. Cover all cuts and abrasions with issued adhesive dressing.

9. Do not take any glass items (except prescription spectacles) into the production or warehouse areas without prior consultation with Company management.

10. Observe the requirements of the Health & Safety at Work Act.

11. Ensure Company managements are notified of any hazardous materials to be taken into operational areas (this includes materials which may affect food hygiene).

12. Ensure all hazardous waste is disposed of safely.

13. Report the loss of any items (tools, equipment, nuts/bolts etc) as these may also compromise food safety.

14. In the event of fire, leave the building by the building by the nearest designated exit.  Go to the specified assembly point and await further instructions

15. Injuries, accidents, machinery or service faults, no matter how slight, must be reported to your host immediately.

16. The use of ladders, hoists, scaffolding etc, must be discussed prior to use with Company management.
